INFORMATION PAPER

SUBJECT:  Support Cadre Training Course for phase 2 IET Personnel

1.  PURPOSE.  To provide training to phase 2 IET personnel

2.  FACTS.

    a. In accordance with TRADOC Regulation 350-6 (dated 3 July 2001), Initial Entry Training (IET) cadre and support personnel must attend one of the following courses:  TRADOC Pre-Command Course; Cadre Training Course; Support Cadre Training Course; or Installation Staff Contractor’s Training Course.  Personnel who should attend the Support Cadre Training Course include, but are not limited to, brigade/battalion/company staff section NCOs, military IET instructors, DoD/DA civilian IET primary instructors, contracted civilian IET primary instructors, unit armorers, unit supply personnel, and RECBN processing NCOs.


    b. All phase 2 sites must be in compliance with TRADOC Regulation 350-6. “This regulation prescribes policies and procedures for the conduct of enlisted IET.”  Table 2-1 in the regulation also charts the five training phases and the associated goals and privileges.  

    c.  The AMEDDC&S phase 1 support personnel receive support cadre training presented by the brigade.  Instructor personnel (including AHS and phase 2 instructors who attend the formal ITC) receive 4 hours of cadre training at the end of ITC also presented by brigade personnel.  Currently, there is not a policy regarding a mandatory requirement for all phase 2 instructors and support personnel to attend cadre training.

    d. The Commander, Fort Jackson is the proponent for the Support Cadre Training Course. Many phase 2 sites do not have the formal cadre training course available.  Formal training solutions are under consideration at this time.
