STANDARDS FOR DAILY EVALUATION SHEETS

DUTIES OF THE SCRUB
Condition for all tasks:  Given all supplies and equipment and assistance as required in an operating room setting.

1.
Read and interpret OR schedule.

Standard: After reviewing schedule, the student is able to state the following information: 


a.
Room to which they are assigned.


b.
Patient name and status (active duty, dependent, etc.).


c.
Ward the patient is on preoperatively.


d.
Planned surgical procedure.


e.
Names of OR personnel (scrub, circulator), anesthesia 


staff, surgeon(s), and type of anesthesia planned.

2.
Read doctor’s preference card/obtain items.

Standard: 


a.
Student knows location of doctor’s preference card (may 

be sheet, computer print-out, notebook, etc.) and 


retrieves appropriate card for that surgeon and 



procedure.  


b.
If there is no card for that procedure, asks assistance 

to find card for a similar procedure.  


c.
Obtains special equipment and supplies as listed on the 

card.  


d.
Checks pulled supplies (case cart items) to make sure 


the case is complete; obtains missing items.

3.
Coordinate for needed supplies/equipment with circulator.

Standard:  


a.
Student inventories case cart and evaluates room for 


equipment needed for that procedure.  


b.
Obtains any missing items if possible.  If not time or 

if items are not immediately available (in sterilizer, 

being sent from CMS, etc.), notifies circulator of what 

is missing and the status of the item(s).  Asks the 


circulator to obtain the items.  


c.
If student discovers that a vital instrument or piece 


of equipment is completely unavailable (broken, in use 

in another room, in the ETO aerator, etc.) and the lack 

of the item could effect the case (i.e. case scheduled
 

to be an endoscopy but no scopes are available), the 


student notifies the circulator so that the surgeon can 

be notified. 

4.
Scrub-Gown-Glove.

Standard:  


a.
Student wears scrubs, mask, hat, and other personal 


protective equipment (PPE) as required per SOP.  

b.
Fingernails are short and all jewelry is removed.  
c.
Opens own gown and gloves before scrubbing.  


d.
Performs the hand and arm scrub according to SOP 



without contamination.  


e.
Gowns and gloves self without contamination.

5.
Arrange prep set.

Standard:  


a.
Student checks sterilization indicator if applicable 


(prep set assembled in CMS).  


b.
Verifies that all required items are present (small 


basin, prep cup, sponge sticks, sponges and towels for 

CMS-assembled set or disposable prep set).  


c.
Arranges items so that circulator is able to pour 


solutions into appropriate receptacles without reaching 

over the sterile field.  


d.
If applicable, positions gloves and towel so that 


person performing prep can get to them without 



contaminating rest of prep set.  

6.
Open/inspect/arrange sterile items for use.

Standard:  


a.
Student checks all sterilization indicators as 



applicable.  


b.
Inspects sterile fields for integrity or presence of 


moisture.  


c.
Distributes items as needed and arranges items 



appropriately for that case.  


d.
Performs task without contamination.

7.
Drape mayo stand and tray.

Standard:  


a.
Student drapes mayo stand using disposable or non-


disposable cover with or without assistance.  


b.
Places sterile mayo tray on draped stand (if 



applicable).  


c.
Places towels and required instruments on mayo per SOP.  
d.
Performs task without contamination.

8.
Arrange drapes in order of use.

Standard:  


a.
Student verifies that all draping materials 




(sheets/drapes, towels, towel clips, ace bandages, 


etc.) needed for that case are available.  


b.
Arranges drapes in order of use - those that are needed 

first are placed on the top of the stack.  


c.
Prepares towels as required; have towel clips available 

if needed.

9.
**Utilize principles of aseptic technique.

Standard:



a.
Student uses Standard Precautions.


b.
Employs good hand washing.


c.
Practices good aseptic technique:



(1)
Proper wear of scrubs, hats, masks, and PPE.



(2)
Keeps sterile to sterile - unsterile to unsterile.


d.
Recognizes and corrects breaks in technique by self or 

others.

10.
Arrange instruments on mayo and backtable.

Standard:  


a.
Student arranges instruments on mayo and backtable per 

SOP without contamination.

11.
Prepare sutures/knife blades.

Standard:  


a.
Student uses precautions when handling all sharps (uses 

instrument to load and unload knife blades instead of 


fingers; holds knife handle so that it points down and 

away from their body when unloading blades, uses 



instrument to pick up needles and blades, etc.).  


b.
Loads sutures correctly on appropriate needle holders 


(i.e. long needle holder for deep wounds, delicate 


needle holder for small needles, sturdy needle holder 


for large needles, etc.).  


c.
Able to load needles for both right- and left-handed 


surgeons.  


d.
Cuts suture strands and threads needles as required.  
e.
Loads blades on correct knife handles.  


f.
Performs task without injury to self or others and 


without contamination. 

12.
Perform sharps, instruments, sponge counts.

Standard:  


a.
Student verifies that an RN is present in the room 


before counts begin.  


b.
Notifies circulator when ready to count or counts when 

directed by circulator.  


c.
Separates items to be counted.  Assures that items are 

visible to self and to circulator as they are counted.  
d.
Counts out loud with circulator.  


e.
Makes sure that all items (per SOP) are counted.  


f.
When performing closing counts, begins count at wound, 

moves to sterile field, backtable, and finally to 


discarded items.  


g.
Notifies surgeon of count status (correct or 



incorrect).  

13.
Gown and glove OR team members.

Standard:  


a.
Student verifies that gowns and gloves are available 


for team members who are or will be scrubbing during 


the case.  


b.
If before incision is made, provides towels to team 


members to dry their hands.


c.
Gowns and gloves them without contamination.  


d.
If during case, uses precautions when providing drying 

towels and when gowning and gloving others to prevent 


handling of clean items with bloody hands (i.e. 



removing outer gloves, putting clean gloves over dirty 

gloves, passing towel with clean instrument, etc.).

14.
Assist with draping.

Standard:  


a.
Student passes draping materials and assists with 


draping as directed by surgeon without contamination.

15.
Reglove during procedure, as needed.

Standard:  


a.
Student requests for circulator to remove contaminated 

glove.


b.
Does not hold hand over sterile field as glove is 


removed.  


c.
Asks for new pair of gloves.  


d.
Selects appropriate glove and gloves self using open or 

closed method without contamination.  

16.
Position mayo stand, backtable, basin set.

Standard:  


a.
Student asks for assistance from circulator as required 

to position sterile furniture and equipment.  


b.
Keeps hands on tops of tables.  


c.
Places items where they will be best utilized. 

17.
Prepare/attach suction and bovie.

Standard:  


a.
Student attaches suction tips and electrocautery 



forceps/tips as required.  


b.
Passes correct ends of suction tubing and bovie cord to 

circulator.  


c.
Uses loops in disposable drapes or non-perforating 


clips to attach cords to drapes.  


d.
Places bovie and suction where they are accessible to 


surgeon.  


e.
Attaches “holster” for storage of bovie or places bovie 

so that it will not be accidentally activated.

18.
Pass, hold, retrieve instruments, sutures, sponges, irrigation/medications/dyes.

Standard:  


a.
Student passes instruments to surgeon correctly in 


position of function.  


b.
Holds retractors or instruments as directed.  


c.
Retrieves instruments as surgeon finishes with them and 

returns them to appropriate place.  


d.
Uses sterile water to rinse or wipe off gross soil per 

SOP.  


e.
Passes sutures correctly; receives used needles and 


places them on discard-pad.  


f.
Keeps clean sponges of appropriate type on field; 


retrieves and discards soiled sponges.  


g.
Sponge areas as directed.  


h.
Verifies type of irrigation fluids on field; passes 


irrigation syringes to surgeon as requested.  


i.
Keeps track of amount of irrigation used and requests 


more as needed.  


j.
Verifies names and amounts of medications and dyes 


placed on backtable; labels all medications on field 


per SOP.  


k.
Tells surgeon the name of the medication/dye being 


passed to him.  


l.
Keeps track of amounts of each medication/dye used.  
m.
Passes items without injury to self or others and 


without contamination.  


n.
Uses hands-free technique to pass sharps per SOP.

19.
Maintain orderly sterile field.

Standard:  


a.
Student retrieves used instruments and soiled sponges 


from sterile field as appropriate.  


b.
Covers wet areas with towels if required.  


c.
Keeps instruments clean and arranged in an orderly 


fashion on mayo stand and backtable.  


d.
Attempts to keep clean instruments separate from dirty 

on backtable.

20.
Disassemble/remove instruments/equipment.

Standard:  


a.
At conclusion of case, student disassembles instruments 

as appropriate and places in basin or instrument pan 


per SOP.  


b.
Places in case cart for transport back to CMS area.  
c.
Removes excess equipment from room and returns to 


storage area as applicable.

21.
Care for instruments/equipment per SOP.

Standard:  


a.
At conclusion of case, student places used instruments 

into basin or pan per SOP.  


b.
Cleans and runs through washer-sterilizer if required.  
c.
Places items into case cart for transport to CMS.
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
