Training Support Package (TSP)

Administrative Guidance

In the event that Reserve Component troops are mobilized, the Operating Room (OR) Specialist is an important member of the surgical team.  The following lesson plans and student mimeos are to be used to help mobilized troops become refreshed in their OR skills.  Critical tasks focus around instrumentation and scrub duties.

Assessment of Skills

Assessment of skills and training is to be conducted by a MOS 91D, OR Specialist (E-5 or above) or an AOE 66E, Perioperative Nurse, both with current OR experience.  Conduct assessments on each 91D soldier to determine current abilities.  Each soldier must demonstrate mastery of at least 75% of the total points on all evaluations.  The same assessment tools are to be used at the beginning and end of the training, using the 75% standard.  In the event of failure, continued remedial training will be conducted until the soldier can pass each assessment. Remedial training and re-evaluation may be focused on a particular subject area.  The Advanced Scrub Proficiency Exam is optional to confirm basic skills in a mock surgery.  Additional support materials may not be included in this TSP.  Copy as needed. Logistical Requirements
Evaluation and/or remedial training will require 4 to 32 hours depending upon the proficiency of the individual soldier.  Instructor to student ratio will be 1:10 with the OR (91D) Branch being able to train in a maximum of eight mock operating rooms.  Therefore, as a sole mission, the OR (91D) Branch will be able to train 80 students per three days or 160 students per week.
