Students should include information for each section of the case study.  If they have difficulty finding specific information in textbooks or other references, they should be encouraged to come with ideas on their own.  For example, students may have difficulty finding specific information about intraoperative complications in any textbook, but they can probably think of some potential complications.  Ask them some directed questions to help them get started: Is the procedure done laparoscopically?  If so, what are some potential complications of trocar insertion?  Is the procedure done in the abdomen?  Are there going to be sharp instruments or bovies used near or on the bowel?  What important structures (nerves, arteries, etc.) are near the organ/structure being operated on?  These are just a few examples.
