1. PLEASE NOTE:  There is a difference between an UPGRADE and an UPDATE.  You must have the 4.43 UPGRADE installed before doing the UPDATE #1.

2. The ASAT 4.43 Update #1 has been released.  This time it is downloadable from the ASAT web page.  (We don’t have to use the DAS FTP site, which was not working for some Phase 2 sites.  It is available there, and you can try it in case you have a problem with the ASAT web site.)

3. Go to the following web site.  http://www.asat.army.mil
4. Note the white circles on the screen shot below.  The smaller circle is the link used to download the update.  Click on “here”.

5. A large .zip file (8.6 Meg.) will start to download and you will be asked where to save it.  I saved it into my ASAT443 folder so I’d have everything in one place.  You may choose to put in another folder such as a temporary folder.  Or you might save it to a CD if you are making an installation CD.

6. Once you have downloaded the file named “ASAT_443_Update1.zip”, unzip or extract it into your ASAT443 folder, (or whatever folder your 4.43 version of ASAT is located in).  Allow the new files to overwrite the existing ones.  If you don’t have Winzip on your computer you can download an evaluation version from http://www.winzip.com/
7. Again, if you are making an installation CD you should extract the zipped files to the CD and then you can copy the files from the CD to the PC workstations in you office.

8. Since you can accomplish this update by copying files, (no installation program is being run), I don’t believe that you will need to run a work order to get this update.  We didn’t need one here.

9. I have tested this three times this morning and it has gone smoothly so far.  Please let me know if you encounter problems with this procedure.
