Educator’s Conference (PNEC) June 2004

Letter of Instruction (LOI)

Theme and Goal of the PNEC:  The Theme for the 2004 PNEC is “One Team, One Mission, One Goal.”   The goal is to enhance instructional skills and knowledge for 91WM6 Faculty enabling them to provide highly effective education and training within a positive learning environment.  The conference will convene on 1 Jun 2004 and conclude on 4 June 2004.

Objectives of the PNEC:

1.  To identify factors/issues prevalent in today’s student which impact motivation, ability and readiness to learn.

2.  To demonstrate different teaching strategies/techniques in an effort to increase instructor effectiveness.

3.  To engage in the latest simulation technology to facilitate instruction/training in a PE/clinical environment

4.  To provide information/updates on current issues/trends as it relates to Texas State Board regulation/standards, Texas State Nursing and the Law, and Army regulation/requirements.

5.  To identify and resolve issues/problems relevant to all training sites within the 300-M6 Course. 

6.  In order to meet objective #5, send at least five issues/problems pertinent to reserve and active duty training sites (5 issues for Director/Deputy Director and 5 issues for NCOICs) in order to discuss, problem-solve and identify potential solutions during the group session.  The group session will be in workshop format.  Please send your issues to MAJ Hines at the email address below NLT 1 May 2004.

Location:

1.  The 2004 PNEC will be held at the Holiday Inn Select Hotel, Airport Blvd, San Antonio, Texas.  

2.  You must make reservations at the Holiday Inn Select at 1-800-445-8475.  This hotel has been approved through The Army Lodging Success Program and will honor the per diem amount for this area (Statement of non availability is not required).

3.  *If you intend to stay at the hotel during the conference, please register ASAP.  The deadline for registering is 14 May 2004.  If you do not make reservations prior to this date, there is no guarantee that rooms will be available or available at the per diem rate.

4.  Please report to the Holiday Inn Select Hotel on Monday, 31 May 2004 NLT 1700.  The 91WM6 Branch personnel will be available to begin registration at 1800 in the hotel lobby to confirm final attendees.

5.  The conference will begin promptly at 0730 on Tuesday, 1 Jun 2004 and conclude at 1100 on Friday, 4 Jun 2004.

6.  Please do not schedule return flights before 1300 hours on 4 Jun 2004.

Duty Requirements:

1.  The duty day will begin promptly at 0730 beginning Tuesday, 1 Jun 2004.

2.  The duty uniform is Class B.

3.  Lunch and breaks will be identified by the final schedule which will be available at the start of the conference.
