MOS 91C Reclassification/Transition Training to MOS 91WM6
a. The “Y2” transition identifier is assigned to any soldier who requires MOS 

91WM6 reclassification/transition training.  The “Y2” will remain in place until a DA 4187 from the soldier has been received and verified by PERSCOM/AR PERSCOM (refer to MILPER message # 01-212, TAPC-EPM-H, Revision of Career Management Field 91 Medical).

b. The reclassification/transition period began 01 October 2001 and ends 30 

September 2007 for the Active Component and 30 September 2009 for the Reserve components.

c.  Reclassification/transition training is required for E-1 through E-7 who has been awarded or converted to MOS 91WM6Y2. The soldier who has completed one of the following training pathways and obtain the designated credentials within the respective reclassification/transition timeline, will be fully qualified as a Practical Nurse (ASI M6) under the MOS 91W:

    (1).  Current, active and unrestricted LPN/LVN and National Registry EMT-Paramedic (NREMT-P).

    (2). Current, active and unrestricted LPN/LVN and NREMT-Intermediate (NREMT-I).

    (3). Current, active and unrestricted LPN/LVN + NREMT-Basic (NREMT-B) + Advanced Provider Pre-Hospital Trauma Life Support (A-PHTLS) or Advanced Provider Basic Trauma Life Support (A-BTLS).

d.  Transitional BNCOC medical track (AC: 10 weeks and RC: TBD) will serve to help transition the force from MOS 91WM6Y2 to MOS 91WM6.  The Active Duty BNCOC medical track has integrated the 91WM6 reclassification/transition training components (NREMT-Basic and BTLS) and offers the certification examination for both requirements.
